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As you can see, we were involved with a large number of bills on behalf of the AIA. Of particular note was Assembly Bill 147, introduced by Assemblywoman Ellen Spiegel.  This legislation would have provided for bidder preference, including professional services, to local bidders on local government public works projects. The bill passed both the Assembly and the Senate; however, the Governor vetoed the bill on May 29. The Assembly was able to override the veto, but the Senate did not override. Unfortunately, the Senate vote had nothing to do with the merits of the legislation, but rather because of partisan rift, a sad example of partisan politics.  

On a brighter note, we did work closely with the ACEC on AB483. This legislation effectively prevents local governments from requiring design professionals to indemnify them when signing a contract for public works projects. We were also successful in getting changes to definitions in AB148, which required certain health and safety training for people working on construction projects. The initial language would have included architects; however, the amended language clearly excludes architects from the requirements of safety training.
