(1) Please verify that each person or firm you nominate will accept
the nomination and that they are willing to provide the required
submission CD and materials. (Note: All award Candidates are
responsible for preparing their own submittals. Assistance may be
provided by the person making the nomination)

(2) Complete ALL THREE pages of the Nomination Form completely.

The AIA Nevada Associate Award

Awarded to the individual Associate member who has contributed
significantly to the profession of architecture through their
membership and participation in their local Chapter of the
American Institute of Architects.

Eligibility

Any AIA member, group of members or committee may nominate
one Associate AIA member for this award. Nominees must be
Associate AIA members in good standing.

Criteria
Candidates will be evaluated on how well they meet the program
criteria as established by the Board, which may include:

¢ The candidate shall have evidenced great depth, having a
cumulative effect on the profession of architecture.

¢ The candidate shall have evidenced great breadth, having
influenced the direction/profession of architecture.

* The candidate shall be an individual whose contributions to
the profession of architecture have consistently been directed
toward the future as well as respectful of the past.

¢ The candidate shall have evidenced the ability to franscend
specific areas of expertise or shall have made connections
between areas, in the event that the candidate’s areas of
focus might be considered circumscribed.

¢ The candidate shall be widely known by the quality of his or her
products: by those who practice architecture, by those who
teach architecture, and by those who perhaps do neither.

Letters of Support

A maximum of 5 one-page letters of support are required as a part
of the submittal. Letters should be explicit in their recommendation
and should address the criteria for the award. These letters are not
included on the Submittal Disc but instead must be mailed directly
to the AIA Nevada office by the provider of the letter.

Letters of Support should be addressed to the Honors & Awards
Committee c/o AIA Nevada, 401 South Fourth Street, Suite 175, Las
Vegas, NV 89101 and should be marked “Associate Award Letter”
on the outside of the envelope.

Submissions

New this year is the requirement that all submissions be provided on a
disc, not in a binder.

Each submittal shall contain the following materials and must be

presented in the order requested:

* A Nomination letter by an AIA member that summarizes the
confributions made.

* A brief biography of the Candidate, including a list of offices,
positions, honors, publications and presentations that relate to the
purpose of the award.

* Exhibits to illustrate the accomplishments of the Candidate that
relate fo the purpose of the award.

* A maximum of five letters of support.

Submittals become a part of the AIA Nevada Archives in the UNLV
Architecture Studies Library and will not be returned.

The following items must be included in a separate file on the

Submittal Disc.

* ONE 8 X 10 JPEG IMAGE AT 300 DPI of the Candidate

* Asigned copy of the INTERN COMPENSATION DISCLAIMER

* Asigned copy of the PHOTO RELEASE FORM. Photos and artwork
included in your submittal will be used in the AIA Awards Banquet
Presentation, posted to the Chapters’ websites and the UNLV
Architectural Studies websites, published in various media and in
various publications

meeting on May 3-4, 1995,
a policy was adopted:
