2009 AIA Nevada Distinguished Service Awards

Each year AIA Nevada honors the achievements of exceptional AIA
members and firms through the AIA Nevada Distinguished Service
Awards Program. The awards are designed to recognize significant
contributions made to the community and the profession through

the various levels of AIA membership. Any AIA member, group of
members or committee in good standing may nominate candidates
for these awards. There is no entry fee for nominations or submittals in
this awards program.

This year AIA Nevada will honor the recipients of these awards at the
AIA Nevada Excellence in Design & Distinguished Service Awards
Banquet and Presentation Ceremony, being held at the Historic Fifth
Street School, 401 South Fourth Street, Las Vegas, NV on Saturday,
September 19, 2009.

(1) Please verify that each person or firm you nominate will accept
the nomination and that they are willing to provide the required
submission CD and materials. (Note: All award Candidates are
responsible for preparing their own submittals. Assistance may be

The AIA Nevada Architecture Firm Award

The AIA Nevada Architecture Firm Award is the highest honor that the
Nevada Chapter of the American Institute of Architects can bestow
on an architecture firm. It is awarded to recognize a firm that has
consistently produced distinguished architecture for a period of at
least ten years, and has shown a commitment to the AIA and the
profession of architecture, and has been of service to the community
in which they are located. It is conferred by the AIA Nevada Executive
Committee on behalf of all AIA Nevada members. This is not a “Firm of
the Year” award. It is, instead, an honor that is reserved for those firms
who have established a distinguished record of quality design and
service to the profession and to their community for a period of at least
ten years.

Eligibility

Any firm or successor firms, whether an individual or an organization
of architects, in which the continuing collaboration among individuals
of the firm has been the principal force in consistently producing
distinguished architecture for a period of at least 10 years, and

who has evidenced a commitment to elevating the profession of
architecture and being of service to the community in which they are
located is eligible for the Architecture Firm Award. While serving on
the AIA Nevada Executive Committee, members and their firms are
ineligible to be nominated for this award. No more than one such
award shall be made in any year.

Criteria
Candidates will be evaluated on how well they meet the program
criteria as established by the Board, which may include:

e The firm shall have evidenced great depth, having a cumulative
effect on the profession of architecture.

* The firm shall have evidenced great breadth, having influenced
the direction/profession of architecture.

e The firm’s work shall be a product of a collaborative environment
that has consistently directed itself toward the future as well as
respectful of the past.

¢ The firm shall have evidenced the ability to franscend specific
areas of expertise or shall have made connections between areas,
in the event that the firm’s areas of focus might be considered
circumscribed.

¢ The firm shall be widely known by the quality of its products: by
those who practice architecture, by those who teach architecture,
and by those who perhaps do neither.

Additional Considerations

Throughout the submission, where applicable and to the extent
possible, you are encouraged to highlight aspects of the candidate’s
work or life experience that may have reflected contributions or
sensitivity concerning areas of special interest fo AIA Nevada, to the
Institute, its members and the architecture profession, including but
not limited to the Policy and Position Statements of the AIA. These
might include such areas as diversity, sustainability, or the mentoring
of emerging professionals, to the degree the candidate has had the
opportunity to address them, or as these topics may enhance the
candidate’s presentation.

Letters of Support

A maximum of 5 one-page letters of support is required as a part of
the submittal. Letters should be explicit in their recommendation

and should address the criteria for the award. These letters are not
included on the Submittal Disc (CD) but instead must be mailed
directly to the AIA Nevada office from the provider of the letter.
Letfters of Support should be addressed to the Honors & Awards
Committee c/o AIA Nevada, 401 South Fourth Street, Suite 175, Las
Vegas, NV 89101 and should be marked “Architecture Firm Letter” on
the outside of the envelope.

ARCHITECTURE FIRM SUBMITTAL INSTRUCTIONS

Submissions

New this year is the requirement that all submissions be provided on a
disc, not in a binder. Submittal must be built as a pdf file, pages being
8.5"x 11" (portrait orientation, letter size).

Each Submittal Disc shall contain the following materials and must be

presented in the order requested:

* A one-page nomination letter that summarizes the contributions
made and addresses the criteria for the award.

* A brief biography of all firm principals and a history of the firm, not
fo exceed four pages.

e Alist of the firm's achievements not to exceed two pages.

* Miscellaneous material: clippings, articles, efc. that support the
candidates activities, not fo exceed three pages.

* A maximum of 10 examples of early, middle and recent work
of the firm and three images for each example represented,
hopefully including a site plan, an exterior, and interior image.

Submittals become the property of AIA Nevada and a part of the AIA
Nevada Archives in the UNLV Architecture Studies Library.

The following items must be included in a separate file on the

Submittal Disc.

* ONE 8 X 10 JPEG IMAGE AT 300 DPI of the firm and/or staff

* Asigned copy of the INTERN COMPENSATION DISCLAIMER

* Asigned copy of the PHOTO RELEASE FORM. Photos and artwork
included in your submittal will be used in the AIA Awards Banquet
Presentation, posted to the Chapters’ websites and the UNLV
Architectural Studies websites, published in various media and in
various publications

meeting on May 3-4, 1995,
a policy was adopted:
