(3)  New this year is the requirement that all submissions be provided 
on a disc, not in a binder.  Submittal must be built as a pdf file, pages 
being 8.5”x 11” (portrait orientation, letter size).

(4)  All Submittal Discs (CDs) become the property of AIA Nevada 
and a part of the AIA Nevada archives in the UNLV Architecture 
Studies Library at the University of Nevada at Las Vegas. Do not send 
additional materials or original photos, awards or materials as these 
will not be returned.

The AIA Nevada Sustainable Practice 
Award 
The AIA Nevada Sustainable Practice Award recognizes those 
individuals, firms and organizations who are initiating, and 
integrating sustainable ideas and practices into their own personal 
and professional lives, and are thereby, setting a higher standard 
for others to follow. It is awarded to acknowledge the worthwhile 
and noteworthy contributions that are being made by those who 
are committed to creating a more sustainable and livable world.

Eligibility
Any individual, firm, organization or business located in the state 
of Nevada is eligible for this award. Candidates should exemplify 
the highest standards of service and commitment to sustainable 
practices within their business environment and/or personal life; and 
should exemplify a commitment and a knowledge of sustainability 
through their leadership efforts. Candidates must be committed 
to the long -term success and positive attributes of their programs 
and practices. Individual candidates must be permanent residents 
of the state of Nevada and business respondents must have their 
headquarters and main office located in the state of Nevada.

Submissions
New this year is the requirement that all submissions be provided on 
a Submittal Disc, not in a  binder.  Submittal must be submitted as a 
Powerpoint Presentation on a disc in a template of standard size to 
fit 8.5” x 11” materials.

Each Submittal Disc shall contain the following materials and must 
be presented in the order requested:

A one-page nomination letter that summarizes the sustainable •	
practices of the individual or business operation.  
Description, illustrations and examples of sustainable practices •	
within their office environment and/or personal life. (Four pages 
maximum)
Description, illustrations and examples of sustainable practices •	
through their produced work and/or personal  lifestyle. (Four 
pages maximum)
Description, illustrations and examples of sustainable practices •	
through their produced work and/or personal lifestyle. (Four 
pages maximum)
Description, illustrations and examples of their long-term and •	
continuing commitment to Sustainability. (Two pages maximum)
Supplemental information may be included as appropriate •	
(Two pages maximum)
