The AIA Nevada Young Architect Award

The AIA Nevada Young Architect Award is given to individuals who at
an early stage of their architectural career, have shown exceptional
leadership in design, education, and/or service to the profession.

Eligibility

Architect members of AIA Nevada who have been licensed o
practice architecture for less than ten years, or who have graduated
after June 2000, are eligible to be nominated. The term “Young
Architect” has no reference to the age of the nominees. Candidates
must be nominated by an AIA member or nominating group. Jurors
may award more than one Young Architect Award if they feel it is
merited.

Criteria
Candidates will be evaluated on how well they meet the program
criteria as established by the Board, which may include:

e The candidate shall have evidenced great depth, having a
cumulative effect on the profession of architecture.

e The candidate shall have evidenced great breadth, having
influenced the direction/profession of architecture.

* The candidate shall be an individual whose contributions to the
profession of architecture have consistently been directed toward
the future as well as respectful of the past.

e The candidate shall have evidenced the ability to franscend
specific areas of expertise or shall have made connections
between areas, in the event that the candidate’s areas of focus
might be considered circumscribed.

¢ The candidate shall be widely known by the quality of his or her
products: by those who practice architecture, by those who teach
architecture, and by those who perhaps do neither.

Letters of Support

A maximum of 5 and a minimum one-page letters of support are
required as a part of the submittal. Letters should be explicit in their
recommendation and should address the criteria for the award. These
letters are not included on the Submittal Disc but instead must be
mailed directly to the AIA Nevada office by the provider of the letter.

Letters of Support should be addressed to the Honors & Awards
Committee c/o AIA Nevada, 401 South Fourth Street, Suite 175, Las
Vegas, NV 82101 and should be marked "Young Architect Award
Lefter” on the outside of the envelope.

Submissions

All submissions should be provided on a disc, not in a binder.
Submittal must be built as a pdf file, pages being 8.5"x 11" (portrait or
landscape orientation, letter size).

Each submittal shall contain the following materials and must be

presented in the order requested:

¢ A one-page Nomination letter or statement by an AIA member
which specifically details the contributions made by the
Candidate in the areas of design, education or leadership

e A biography of the candidate not to exceed two pages. A
statement of conftributions should be included in the biography

e Exhibits in support of the Candidate in the categories of Design,
Education or Service, not to exceed 4 pages

e Lefters of Support — A maximum of five letters of support attesting
fo the candidates achievements and character.

Submittals become a part of the AIA Nevada Archives in the UNLV
Architecture Studies Library and will not be returned.

The following items must be included in a separate file on the

Submittal Disc.

e ONE 8 X 10 JPEG IMAGE AT 300 DPI of the Candidate

¢ Asigned copy of the INTERN COMPENSATION DISCLAIMER

e Asigned copy of the PHOTO RELEASE FORM. Photos and artwork
included in your submittal will be used in the AIA Awards Banquet
Presentation, posted to the Chapters’ welbsites and the UNLV
Architectural Studies websites, published in various media and in
